We, the Minister for Tourism and Heads of Delegation of the Member States of the Economic Cooperation Organization from the Islamic Republic of Iran, the Kyrgyz Republic,
the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, the Republic of Tajikistan, the Republic of Turkey and the Republic of Uzbekistan, participating in the Third ECO Ministerial Meeting on Tourism,
on October 4, 2019, in the Khujand city, the Republic of Tajikistan, and keeping in view the Article Il of izmir Treaty, relevant parts of Quetta Action Plan, and other ECO documents
including ECO Vision 2015 - 2025, as well as:

Recalling the Declarations of the First and Second ECO Ministerial Meetings on Tourism in Tehran (2008) and Antalya (2009);

Acknowledging the contribution of tourism industry to the economic development of the societies and as a tool for promoting understanding, peace and prosperity among na-
tions;

Highlighting the contribution of sustainable tourism to the economic growth and development of the ECO Region and its role in strengthening economic cooperation among ECO
Member States and enhance socio-economic ties within our societies and promote understanding, peace and prosperity among the nations;

Underlining the vast potential of the ECO region in the field of tourism and its ability to increase the region’s share in global tourism and calling upon the need for protection
and conservation of its natural and cultural heritage and safeguarding cultural richness, natural beauty, social values as well as local communities and traditions of the indigenous
peoplesHave decided to:

Implement the ECO Plan of Action on Tourism to promote regional cooperation in this important field and call upon the Member States to take necessary mea sures for their
national tourism plans of action to make them in harmony with ECO Plan of Action on Tourism. Observe the ECO Principle for Sustainable Tourism Development in the formulation
of national tourism strategy and all ECO tourism Plan, programmes and projects; Announce Dushanbe the Capital of the Republic of Tajikistan as ECO Tourism Capital for the years
2020-2021. Cities of Sari and Ardabil in the Islamic Republic of Iran are decided as the next ECO Tourism Capital(s) for the years 2022-2023 respectively; Take initiatives to devel-
op coordination between transit transport, tourism sectors and strengthen intra-regional and international connec tivity through all modes of transportation in order to ensure
comfortable, economical, accessible and secure travel in ECO Region; Develop ECO tourism destinations particularly in the well known tourist-destinations of the Member States,
creating a joint network to attract the tourists flow in the region; Consider introducing tax holiday policy similar to the Republic of Tajikistan for tourism industry at ECO Tourism
Destination for a stipulated time to encourage and support the tourism industry to invest in such destinations; Recall the Member States as the main inheritor of the Silk Road to
develop ECO Tourism Projects to consider common cultural heritage and luminaries of the region in promotional activities and marketing for regional tourism. Call upon the Member
States to co-organize events for celebration of common cultural festivals, Eids as well as rituals for ECO tourism promotion and in the given context initiative for joint celebrations
such as Nowruz; Reactivate ECO Tourism Promotion Fund through CPR and COM to allocate sufficient budget from savings of the Secretariat and invite Member States to fulfill
their pledges to this Fund, request the other Member States to expedite their contributions to the ECO Tourism Promotion Fund, enabling the ECO Secretariat to help implement
the tourism objectives contained in the ECO Vision 2025; Re-emphasize the importance of training and human resource development as well as sharing knowledge and practices
invite the Member States, in collaboration with ECO Secretariat, to organize training courses and workshops for this purpose including private sector with cooperation of relevant
international bodies and Member States; Encourage the national, regional and international (public and private) organizations/institutions to support programs, projects and plans
contributing to development of tourism industry in the region and in this connection support the ECO Secretariat initiatives to establish working relations with UNWTO, UNIDO
and UNESCO for the purpose of promotion of tourism in the region; Identify and introduce new products, routes and packages to attract the intending explorers/tourists towards
various areas of tourism including, urban and rural, social and cultural, medical etc. Express deep appreciation to the Committee of Tourism Development under the Government
of the Republic of Tajikistan, for the excellent arrangements made for the meeting and the warm hospitality extended to all participants, and also thank the ECO Secretariat for its
contribution to successfully organize the meeting.

As of 2021, its population is 40.2 million, composed mostly
of ethnic Pashtuns, Tajiks, Hazaras, and Uzbeks. Kabul is the country’s largest city and serves as its capital. Tourism is a small industry in Afghanistan due to security issues. Nevertheless,
some 20,000 foreign tourists visit the country annually as of 2016. In particular animportant region for domestic and international tourismis the picturesque Bamyan Valley, which includes

lakes, canyons and historical sites, helped by the fact it is in a safe area away from insurgent activity. Smaller numbers visit and trek in regions such as the Wakhan Valley, which is also one &

of the world's most remote communities. From the late 1960s onwards, Afghanistan was a popular stop on the famous hippie trail, attracting many Europeans and Americans. Coming from
Iran, the trail traveled through various Afghan provinces and cities including Herat, Kandahar and Kabul before crossing to northern Pakistan, northern India, and Nepal. Tourism peaked in
1977, the year before the start of political instability andarmed conflict. The city of Ghazni has significant history and historical sites, and together with Bamyan city have in recent years been
voted Islamic Cultural Capital and South Asia Cultural Capital respectively. The cities of Herat, Kandahar, Balkh, and Zaranj are also very historic. The Minaret of Jam in the Hari River valley
i isa UNESCO World Heritage Site. A cloak reputedly worn by Islam’s prophet Muhammad is kept inside the Shrine of the Cloak in Kandahar, a city founded by Alexander the Great and the
first capital of Afghanistan. The citadel of Alexander in the western city of Herat has been renovated in recent years and is a popular attraction. In the north of the country is the Shrine of
Ali, believed by many to be the location where Ali was buried. The National Museum of Afghanistan is located in Kabul and hosts a large number of Buddhist, Bactrian Greek and early Islamic
antiquities; the museum suffered greatly by civil war but has been slowly restoring since the early 2000s.
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Is a transcontinental country located at the boundary of Eastern Europe and Western Asia.[10] It is a part of the South Caucasus region, and is bounded by the Caspian Sea to the east, |- 5%

important part of the economy of Azerbaijan. In the recent years, Azerbaijan has also become a popular destination for religious, spa, and health care tourism. During winter, the Shahdag

. Mountain Resort offers skiing with state of the art facilities. The government of Azerbaijan has set the development of Azerbaijan as an elite tourist destination as a top priority. It is a na-

tional strategy to make tourism a major, if not the single largest, contributor to the Azerbaijani economy. These activities are regulated by the Ministry of Culture and Tourism of Azerbaijan.
There are 63 countries which have a visa-free score. E-visa- for a visit of foreigners of visa-required countries to the Republic of Azerbaijan. According to the Travel and Tourism Competi-
tiveness Report 2015 of the World Economic Forum, Azerbaijan holds 84th place. According to a report by the World Travel and Tourism Council, Azerbaijan was among the top ten countries
showing the strongest growth in visitor exports between 2010 and 2016,[230] In addition, Azerbaijan placed first (46.1%) among countries with the fastest-developing travel and tourism

economies, with strong indicators for inbound international visitor spending last year.
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Iran also called Persia, and officially the, is a country in Western Asia. It is bordered to the west by Irag and Turkey, to the northwest by Azerbaijan and Armenia, to the north by the Caspian
Seaand Turkmenistan, to the east by Afghanistan and Pakistan, and to the south by the Gulf of Oman and the Persian Gulf. Iran covers an area of 1,648,195 km2 (636,372 sq mi), making it the
fourth-largest country entirely in Asia and the second-largest in Western Asia. It has a population of 85 million, making it the 17th-most populous country in the world. Its capital and largest

city is Tehran. Iran is home to one of the world’s oldest civilizations, beginning with the formation of the Elamite kingdoms in the fourth millennium BC. It was first unified by the Iranian | / /
Medes in the seventh century BC, and reached its territorial height in the sixth century BC, when Cyrus the Great founded the Achaemenid Empire, which became one of the largest empires |

in history and has been described as the world’s first superpower. Although tourism declined significantly during the war with Iraqg, it has been subsequently recovered. About 1,659,000
foreign tourists visited Iran in 2004, and 2.3 million in 2009, mostly from Asian countries, including the republics of Central Asia, while about 10% came from the European Union and North
America. Since the removal of some sanctions against Iran in 2015, tourism has re-surged in the country. Over five million tourists visited Iran in the fiscal year of 2014-2015, four percent
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The Republic of Kazakhstan s a transcontinental country located mainly in Central Asia and partly in Eastern Europe. It borders Russia to the north and west, China to the east, Kyrgyzstan
to the southeast, Uzbekistan to the south, and Turkmenistan to the southwest. Its capital is Nur-Sultan, formerly known as Astana until 2019. Almaty, Kazakhstan's largest city was the
country’s capital until 1997. Kazakhstan is the world's largest landlocked country, the world’s largest Muslim-majority country by land area (and the northernmost), and the ninth-largest
countryinthe world overall. It has a population of 19 million people, and one of the lowest population densities in the world, at fewer than 6 people per square kilometre (15 people per square
mile). Kazakhstan is the ninth-largest country by area and the largest landlocked country. Today, tourism is not a major component of the economy. As of 2014, tourism has accounted for
4 0.3% of Kazakhstan's GDP, but the government has plans to increase it to 3% by 2020. According to the World Economic Forum’s Travel and Tourism Competitiveness Report 2017, travel |
and tourism industry GDP in Kazakhstan is $3.08 billion or 1.6 percent of total GDP. The WEF ranks Kazakhstan 80th in its 2019 report. Kazakhstan received 6.5 million tourists in 2016. In |

y 2017, Kazakhstan ranked 43rd in the world in terms of number of tourist arrivals. In 2000 total 1.47 million international tourists visited Kazakhstan, which was increased to 4.81 million in

2012.
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The Kyrgyz Republicis amountainous landlocked country in Central Asia. Kyrgyzstan is bordered by Kazakhstan to the north, Uzbekistan to the west, Tajikistan to the south, and Chinato |

the east. Its capital and largest city is Bishkek. Ethnic Kyrgyz make up the majority of the country’s six million people, followed by significant minorities of Uzbeks and Russians. The Kyrgyz
: languageis closely related to other Turkic languages. One of the most popular tourist destination points in Kyrgyzstan is the lake Issyk-Kul. Numerous hotels, resorts and boarding houses
are located along its northern shore. The most popular beach zones are in the city of Cholpon-Ata and the settlements nearby, such as Kara-0i (Dolinka), Bosteri and Korumdy. The number
of tourists visiting the lake was more than a million a year in 2006 and 2007. However, due to the economic and political instability in the region, the number has declined in recent years.
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The Islamic Republic of Pakistan is a country in South Asia. It is the world’s fifth-most populous country, with a population of almost 227 million, and has the world's second-largest Mus-
lim population. Pakistan is the 33rd-largest country by area, spanning 881,913 square kilometres (340,509 square miles). It has a 1,046-kilometre (650-mile) coastline along the Arabian Sea
and Gulf of Oman in the south, and is bordered by India to the east, Afghanistan to the west, Iran to the southwest, and China to the northeast. It is separated narrowly from Tajikistan by
Afghanistan’s Wakhan Corridor in the north, and also shares a maritime border with Oman. Pakistan is the site of several ancient cultures, including the 8,500-year-old Neolithic site of Meh-
rgarhinBalochistan, and the Indus Valley Civilisation of the Bronze Age, the most extensive of the civilisations of the Afro-Eurasia. With its diverse cultures, people, and landscapes, Pakistan
attracted around 6.6 million foreign tourists in 2018, which represented a significant decline since the 1970s when the country received unprecedented numbers of foreign tourists due to the
popular Hippie trail. The trail attracted thousands of Europeans and Americans in the 1960s and 1970s who travelled via land through Turkey and Iran into India through Pakistan, The main
destinations of choice for these tourists were the Khyber Pass, Peshawar, Karachi, Lahore, Swat and Rawalpindi. The numbers following the trail declined after the Iranian Revolution and
the Soviet Afghan War. Pakistan’s tourist attractions range from the mangroves in the south to the Himalayan hill stations in the north-east. The country’s tourist destinations range from
the Buddhist ruins of Takht-i-Bahi and Taxila, to the 5,000-year-old cities of the Indus Valley Civilization such as Mohenjo-daro and Harappa. Pakistan is home to several mountain peaks
over 7,000 metres (23,000 feet. The northern part of Pakistan has many old fortresses, examples of ancient architecture, and the Hunza and Chitral valleys, home to the small pre-Islamic
Kalasha community claiming descent from Alexander the Great. Pakistan’s cultural capital, Lahore, contains many examples of Mughal architecture such as the Badshahi Masjid, the Shalimar
Gardens, the Tomb of Jahangir, and the Lahore Fort.
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The Republic of Tajikistan is a landlocked country in Central Asia. It has an area of 143,100 km2 (55,300 sq mi) and an estimated population of 9,537,645 people. Its capital and largest

& city is Dushanbe. It is bordered by Afghanistan to the south, Uzbekistan to the west, Kyrgyzstan to the north and China to the east. It is separated narrowly from Pakistan by Afghani-

stan’s Wakhan Corridor. The traditional homelands of the Tajik people include present-day Tajikistan as well as parts of Afghanistan and Uzbekistan. The territory that now constitutes
Tajikistan was previously home to several ancient cultures, including the city of Sarazm of the Neolithic and the Bronze Age and was later home to kingdoms ruled by people of different
faiths and cultures, including the Oxus Valley Civilisation, Andronovo Culture, Buddhism, Nestorian Christianity, Hinduism, Zoroastrianism, Manichaeism and Islam. The Tajik language is
{ the mother tongue of around 80% of the citizens of Tajikistan. The main urban centres in today’s Tajikistan include Dushanbe (the capital), Khujand, Kulob, Panjakent, Bokhtar, Khorugh

. andIstaravshan. There are also Uzbek, Kyrgyz and Russian minorities. In the country, especially among women from the indigenous population, the wearing traditional national clothing

is preserved. The seamstresses and embroiderers of various regions of Tajikistan use modern factory fabrics and local needlework embroidery for home decoration and women'’s clothing.

- The practice of Chakan embroidery is preserved among women in certain areas, passing the knowledge down from one generation to the next. Men mainly carry the factory clothing of

European style.
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The Republic of Turkey is a transcontinental country located mainly on Anatolia in Western Asia, with a portion on the Balkans in Southeast Europe. It shares borders with Greece and
Bulgaria to the northwest; the Black Sea to the north; Georgia to the northeast; Armenia, Azerbaijan, and Iran to the east; Iraq to the southeast; Syria and the Mediterranean Sea to the
south; and the Aegean Sea to the west. Cyprus is located off the south coast. Turks form the vast majority of the nation’s population and Kurds are the largest minority. Ankara is Turkey's
capital, while Istanbul is its largest city and financial centre. One of the world’s earliest permanently settled regions, present-day Turkey was home to important Neolithic sites like G bekli
Tepe, and was inhabited by ancient civilisations including the Hattians, Anatolian peoples, Mycenaean Greeks and others. Following the conquests of Alexander the Great which started the
Hellenistic period, most of the ancient regions in modern Turkey were culturally Hellenised, which continued during the Byzantine era. Tourism in Turkey has increased almost every year in
the 21st century, and is an important part of the economy. The Turkish Ministry of Culture and Tourism currently promotes Turkish tourism under the project Turkey Home. Turkey is one
of the world’s top ten destination countries, with the highest percentage of foreign visitors arriving from Europe; specially Germany and Russia in recent years. In 2019, Turkey ranked sixth
in the world in terms of the number of international tourist arrivals behind Italy, with 51.2 million foreign tourists visiting the country. Turkey has 19 UNESCO World Heritage Sites, and 84
World Heritage Sites in tentative list. Turkey is home to 519 Blue Flag beaches, which makesitin the third place in the world. Istanbul is the tenth most visited city in the world with 13,433,000
annual visitors as of 2018 and with the annual growth rate of 25.2%. Istanbul expects 1million tourists from cruise companies after the renovation of its cruise port, also known as Galataport
inKarak vy district. Antalyais the second most visited city in Turkey, with over 9 million tourists in 2021. [332] Lycian Way is a 500 km marked long-distance trail in southwestern Turkey that
starts from Fethiye and ends in Antalya.
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Turkmenistan also known as Turkmenia, is a landlocked country in Central Asia, bordered by Kazakhstan to the northwest, Uzbekistan to the north, east and northeast, Afghanistan to
the southeast, Iran to the south and southwest and the Caspian Sea to the west. Ashgabat is the capital and largest city of the country. The population of the country is about 6 million, the £
lowest of the Central Asian republics. Turkmenistan is one of the most sparsely populated nations in Asia. The area currently known as Turkmenistan has long served as a thoroughfare for
many other nations and cultures. Merv is one of the oldest oasis-cities in Central Asia and was once the biggest city in the world. Turkmenistan reported arrival of 14,438 foreign tourists |;
{ in2019. Turkmenistan's international tourism has not grown significantly despite creation of the Awaza tourist zone on the Caspian Sea.Every traveler must obtain a visa before entering
Turkmenistan. To obtain a tourist visa, citizens of most countries need visa support from a local travel agency. For tourists visiting Turkmenistan, organized tours exist providing visits to
historical sites in and near Da oguz, Konye-Urgench, Nisa, Ancient Merv, and Mary, as well as beach tours to Avaza and medical tours and holidays in the sanatoria in Mollagara, Bayramaly,
ylysuw and Archman.
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Republic of Uzbekistan is a doubly landlocked country in Central Asia. It is surrounded by five landlocked countries: Kazakhstan to the north; Kyrgyzstan to the northeast; Tajikistan to

the southeast; Afghanistan to the south; and Turkmenistan to the south-west. Its capital and largest city is Tashkent. Uzbekistan is part of the Turkic languages world, as well as a member
of the Organization of Turkic States. Uzbek language is the majority-spoken language in Uzbekistan. Islam is the predominant religion in Uzbekistan, most Uzbeks being Sunni Muslims. The
1 first recorded settlers in what is now Uzbekistan were Eastern Iranian nomads, known as Scythians, who founded kingdoms in Khwarazm (8th-6th centuries BC), Bactria (8th-6th centuries
BC), Sogdia (8th-6th centuries BC), Fergana (3rd century BC- sixth century AD), and Margiana (3rd century BC- sixth century AD).The area was incorporated into the Iranian Achaemenid
. Empire and, after a period of Macedonian rule, was ruled by the Iranian Parthian Empire and later by the Sasanian Empire, until the Muslim conquest of Persia in the seventh century. The
Early Muslim conquests and the subsequent Samanid Empire converted most of the people, including the local ruling classes, into adherents of Islam. Uzbekistan has a wide mix of ethnic
groups and cultures, with the Uzbek being the majority group. In 1995 about 71% of Uzbekistan’s population was Uzbek. The chief minority groups were Russians (8%), Tajiks (3-4.7%),Ka-
zakhs (4%), Tatars (2.5%) and Karakalpaks. Itis said, however, that non-Uzbeks decline as Russians and other minority groups slowly leave and Uzbeks return from other parts of the former
Soviet Union.
